Students who do not use English Only at IIE: 

 Will first be counseled by the Director. 
 Upon the 3rd counseling session the student will be asked to go home 

for the day.  [F-1 students will be counted as an unexcused absence.] 
 Students that continue to use another language after multiple counseling 

sessions may be terminated from the program.  [F-1 students would 
need to seek re-instatement from Immigration if they are terminated.]

IIE Terms 

 
One term at IIE is 4 weeks.  During the Thursday of the 4th week, students will be tested 
during each class.   
 
Students will also fill in school, homestay, and teacher/class evaluation forms at this time.  
Evaluations give you the chance to let IIE know how you feel about studying at IIE.    
 
On Friday of the 4th week, classes are cancelled and each student will have an interview 
with their teacher.  At this time the Core class instructor will review your final exam and 
give you a student report card.  For continuing students, the teacher will also make 
recommendations to whether you should stay in the same level or should go to the next 
level.   
 
Students are recommended not to begin their course of studies during the 4th week due to 
final testing.

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Frequently Asked Questions (FAQ’s) 

 
Q: What do I need to bring my first day of class? 
A:  Please bring your      Ç passport (not a copy)  
    Ç pen or pencil 
    Ç notebook 
    Ç dictionary 
 
Q: Will I take a placement test before I start classes? 
A: Yes.  You will be given both a written test and an oral interview.  The written placement 
test has three sections: Listening, Reading and Grammar. The oral interview is  a set of 
questions about you. Both the written test score and the oral interview is used to determine 
the appropriate level for you. 
 
Q:  How long is the placement test and when can I take it? 
A:  The placement test is given on Mondays at 8:30 a.m.  
You will be given 60 minutes to take the written test. The oral interview takes about 10-15 
minutes. 
 
Q: What time will my class be? 
A:  Regular IIE classes are scheduled from: 9:00-1:00 or 2:00-4:00 
After you take your placement test, we will give you your schedule.   
 
Q: What do I do if my class is too easy or too difficult? 
A:  If you think your class is too easy or too difficult talk to the Director. He/she will 
review your test scores and/or speak with your instructors. The Director will then make a 
recommendation that you either stay in your current level or change levels.  We want you 
to be happy and comfortable in your classes, but sometimes students’ under-estimate or 
over-estimate their abilities. 
If you think that your class is too difficult, please remember that the class should not be 
easy.  The class should be challenging but you should not feel lost.  Often students are 
stressed the first few days of class because they are getting used to the teacher, classmates, 
and textbooks. If you think your level is too difficult but we recommend staying in the 
same level, please try to relax and understand that it is OK if you don’t understand 100% of 
the class. 
 
Q: How many textbooks will I receive? 
A: You will receive 3 textbooks. You will receive a textbook for each of your classes. If 
you move up to the next level, you will have to buy the necessary textbooks. Most 
textbooks are $30 each. Students may also buy a used textbook at $15 each if they are 
available. 
 
Q: I am enrolled in the regular program, can I switch to private lessons? 
A: No.  Fees paid for regular lessons are not transferable to private lessons. 
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We will allow you to switch to private lessons and transfer the fees, if you agree to enroll in 
private lessons for the same amount of time that you originally enrolled in group lessons.  
For example: If you  are enrolled in the regular program for two weeks, you will need to 
take private lessons Monday – Thursday for at least 2 hours per day for two weeks. IEP 
students who are enrolled in the regular program and wish to supplement with private 
lessons are offered private lessons at a discounted price of $30 per hour. 
 
Q: What happens at the end of term? What if I am a new student and I join at this 
time? 
A: Every 4 weeks students take tests and fill out school, teacher/class & homestay 
evaluation forms.   If new students join at this time they will have less study time because 
of the tests and evaluations, so it is recommended that students do not join at this time. 
 
Q:  Can I date my teacher? 
A:  No.  Teachers and students are strictly forbidden to date.  If it is discovered that you 
and a teacher are dating you will be dismissed from IIE without a refund.  If a teacher asks 
you on a date you should report it to the office immediately. 
 
Q:  Can I go out to dinner or do something with a teacher alone? 
A:  If you want to go to a coffee shop, dinner, or do something with any teacher (male or 
female) alone, then you should let the office know about the plan before it happens.   IIE 
encourages students and teachers to do things together as a group rather than individually. 
 

 
Full-Time Students with F-1 Student Visas 

 
If you are a full-time student studying at IIE on an F-1 student visa you must: 

 Attend classes every day Monday through Friday. 
 Keep your current address and other contact information on file with the office. 

(Students who do not report changes in address within 10 days are in violations of 
their visa requirements).  

 Have no more than 5 days per term of un-excused absences. F-1 students are 
required to study 20 hours per week.  Students who study less than 18 hours 
per week are considered Out of Status.  Students who have a history of being 
Out of Status may be reported to Immigration. 

 Call at least 30 minutes before class and have a doctor’s note indicating the nature 
of the student’s health condition and when the student can return to classes in order 
to have an excused absence.  

 Being late three times is the same as an unexcused absence.   If you are 10 or 
more minutes late you will not be allowed to enter the classroom. You have to 
wait until the next class, unless you have a valid reason and receive a pink card 
from the staff of IIE. 

 Not schedule a vacation without permission from the office. See the vacation policy 
for details.   
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 Have student health insurance and provide that information to the office for your 
files. 

 Not work unless you have been authorized by the Department of Homeland 
Security to do so.  

 Report any changes in your status immediately to the office. (Divorce, marriage, 
dependents’ 18th birthdays, address changes, etc.) 

 F-1 students must study at IIE for a minimum of 8 weeks and/or complete their 
scheduled registration in order to transfer to another school.  

 If you complete your studies at IIE as scheduled, you have up to 60 days to leave 
the United States or transfer and begin classes at another authorized school.  If you 
have excessive absences or are otherwise considered out of status then you may not 
be able to transfer to another school.   

   
The F-1 student visa is a privilege granted to you by Homeland Security.  You are 
responsible for staying in status. If you do not comply with the rules and regulations 
you may be reported as being out of status. If you fall out of status you will need to 
apply for reinstatement.  If you have any questions about your visa contact the office 
and we will discuss your question 

 
 

 
School Rules 

 
 No eating in the computer room. 
 No entering the classrooms if you are more than 10 minutes late.  If you are 10 

minutes late you have to wait until the next class, unless you have a valid reason 
and receive a pink card from the staff of IIE. 

 Listen to your teacher and other students while they are talking.  Do not chat with 
your classmates if someone else is talking. 

 Participate in class discussions.  Do your homework. 
 Use ENGLISH ONLY while you are at IIE. 
 Silence your cellular phones before you go to class.  You are NOT ALLOWED 

to answer the phone while you are in class.  Do not get up and leave class to 
answer the phone. 

 Please ask the teacher to be excused before you leave the classroom to use the 
restroom. 

 Do not smoke in the restrooms.  You can smoke during break time outside of the 
building 

 IIE will not take personal messages for you.  Please do not give our office number 
to your friends.  

 Sign up for activities you want to take.  If no one signs up for an activity by 
Wednesday it may be cancelled.  We need at least 5 students to do an activity. 

  Do not move the tables in the classroom.  If they are moved during class, make 
sure they are returned to their original places before you leave. 
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 Do not leave trash or other items in the classrooms. 
 Do not write on desks, walls, tables, etc. 
 Be polite and considerate to your teachers and fellow students.  If you have personal 

problems with a teacher or student, please discuss them with the director.  
 Respect other cultures and differences of opinion. 

 
 

Office Services 
 

 The Office will accept emergency telephone messages or important messages from 
your family members only. 

 We will issue Student Identifications cards (ID’s) to all students studying 4 or more 
weeks. Student who are studying for less than 3 weeks but would like an ID card 
can purchase one for $5.  There is a $5 charge to replace lost ID cards.  Stolen ID 
cards will be replaced free of charge with a police report number.  

 Students may send or receive personal fax messages in the Office.  The cost is $2 
per page to send and $1 per page to receive. 

 Students may use the computer in the computer room free of charge for access to 
the Internet and e-mail.   

 If a class has scheduled to use the computer room for educational purposes the 
computer room will be closed to other students until the class is finished. 

 The Director is available during office hours for any questions and concerns that 
you may have.  You may also speak to the Assistant Director or Admissions 
Coordinator about your problem and we will work together to resolve it with you.  
Remember that we want you to enjoy your studies at IIE and your life in Hawaii.

Safety in Hawaii 
 
Hawaii is much safer than cities its size on the Mainland.  Honolulu is the safest large city 
in the United States.  However, you have to be careful and don’t trust strangers.  Here are 
some basic safety rules. 
 

1. Never walk on Kuhio Avenue or in China Town late at night alone.  Most 
muggings happen in these areas. Generally it is a good idea not to walk alone after 
10 o’clock anywhere in the United States.  Take a taxi or go with a friend. 

2. If you think you are being followed, do not go home, go to a public place and call 
the police. 

3. Always lock your doors when you are home and do not open the door to someone 
you do not know. 

4. Do not trust strangers.  Female students should be very careful when local guys 
approach you, many of them know you are visitors and will try to take advantage of 
you. 

5. Do not give anyone you do not know your bankcard, passport, credit card or 
money.   If you need help using a machine, opening a bank account, renting an 
apartment, etc. ask someone at school, do not ask a stranger.   

6. Do not tell strangers where you live or that you live alone.   
7. Do not give your telephone number to strangers.  If they want to talk to you they 

will give you their telephone number and you can call them. 
8. If you have a car or rent a car, do not leave your camera, wallet or other valuables 

in the car if you go to the beach or shopping.  Car theft and break-ins are very 
common in Hawaii.  Especially if you look like a tourist. 

9. Do not carry large amounts of cash on you.  Never carry more than $50 in cash 
unless you want to spend it soon.   

10. The emergency contact number in the US is 911—you do not need to use coins if 
you are calling 911 from a pay phone, just dial 911. You can use 911 for fire, police 
and ambulance.  Just tell the operator what the problem is. 
11. BE CAREFUL GIVING MONEY! Even if it is to your girlfriend or boyfriend.  If 
you give them money do not expect it get it back.  There are many people here who 
date international students just to get them to pay for their food, apartments, clothes, 
and to give them money.  If you give someone money that is your choice, just do not 
expect to get it back because they may not pay you back even if they tell you that they 
will.  
12. Female students:  If someone wants to have sex with you and you do not want to 
have sex with them (even if it is your boyfriend) you have to say “NO” to this person.  
If you say no and you report it to the police then the police can charge him with rape.  
If you do not say “NO” the police cannot do anything.  
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Other Useful Information 

 
THE BUS AND BUS PASSES:  The Bus in Hawaii is a very safe reliable public 
transportation system that goes all over Oahu. Tickets are $2 each way.  You will need to 
get a transfer if you need to change buses.  You have to have exact change when you get on 
the bus.  The bus driver will not give you change if you do not have exactly $2.  Bus 
Passes are $40 per month.  You can buy bus passes at the ABC Store downstairs on 
Beach Walk Avenue next to Marie’s Café. 

 
Wear your seatbelts.  It is a law in Hawaii and most places in the US that you have to 
wear your seatbelt if you are sitting in the front seat.  If you are under 18, you have to wear 
your seatbelt if you are in the front or back seat. 
All children have to wear seatbelts or be in a car seat. 
 
The drinking age in the US is 21. If you want to drink alcohol you have to be 21 or older.  
If you go to a bar or restaurant then take your passport with you because they will probably 
check your ID even if you look like you are over 21.   
 
Littering.  Dropping paper or other trash on the street is illegal in the US.  If you litter, the 
police may fine you.   
 
Oahu’s restaurants, bars and other public places are smoke-free. Also, you cannot 
smoke within 20 feet (about 6 meters) from any doors or entrances.. 
 
Jaywalking. Crossing the street against the light or not in a crosswalk is illegal in Hawaii.  
Many people do jaywalk here and the police usually do not give people tickets for 
jaywalking, but it is still illegal and the police can fine you up to $250. Be careful.

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IIE Refund Policy 
 
Tuition Refunds 

 Cancellations received within 72 hours of application or due to student visa denial 
(Written documentation must be received by the school) will receive a full refund 
including the Registration fee.    

 Cancellations prior to attendance will receive a full refund except for the 
registration fee. 

 Cancellations after start of program will be limited to the following restrictions: for 
enrollments up to 12 weeks, no refunds after one week; for enrollments of 13 weeks 
or more, no refunds after 4 weeks. 

 All cancellations will be calculated at the rate charged for the number of weeks 
actually completed. Refunds will be issued 30 days from the cancellation date. 

 There are no partial week refunds. All cancellations must be made by Friday at 1:0 
p.m to be processed for the following week. 

 Activities fees for special programs, including K-STEP/J-STEP and Hawaiian 
English Adventures will not be refunded. Refunds on tuition only.  

 Students that are registered through agents may have signed contracts through those 
agents and may have separate cancellation penalties, no-refund policies, or home-
country-only policies. All agent-student contract conditions will be confirmed by 
IIE prior to issuing a refund. 
 
  

Homestay Refunds 
Á Cancellations at least 28 days prior to arrival will not be assessed a cancellation 

charge.  However, if the student has received the homestay placement—the 
homestay placement fee will not be refunded. 

Á Cancellations that are received less than 28 days prior to check in but more than 14 
days (Hawaiian local time) will be assessed a $200 cancellation penalty 

Á Cancellations that are received less than 14 days prior to check in but more than 7 
days (Hawaiian local time) will be assessed a $400 cancellation penalty 

Á Cancellations that are received less than 7 days prior to check in (Hawaiian local 
time) will be assessed a $900 cancellation penalty or the total homestay amount, 
whichever is less.   

Á Cancellations after check-in must be submitted with a 4 week notice.  The 
cancellation penalty is 10% of the remaining homestay contract.  There are no 
partial week cancellations. 

 
Hotel & Condominium Refunds 

 There is no refund on the Accommodation Placement fee.   
 Condominium & hotel refunds are calculated according to the policies of the 

individual rental establishment. 
 Airport transfer fees will be refunded in full if cancellation is made more than 7 

days prior to arrival, no refunds will be issued for cancellations 7 days or less prior 
to arrival. 
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 There will be no refund on any deposit collected in the event of cancellation once 
the accommodation has been booked. 

 
Hawaiian Activity Refund Policy 

 Cancellations more than 3 days prior to the scheduled activity will be refunded in 
full. 

 No refunds will be issued for cancellations received 3 days or less prior to the 
scheduled activity.   

 Activities cancelled by the school will be refunded in full.  
 
There is a refund processing fee of $75 on all cancellations. All refunds take 30 days to 
process.  If you are not in Hawaii we will send you a check after 30 days.  Please leave 
your address at IIE so that we can mail you the refund. 
 

 
 
 

The General English Course 
 
× Core Class: In this course students will use a multi-skill textbook. In this class the 

students will focus on:  
 

 developing confidence, accuracy and fluency in speaking and communicating 
 vocabulary and vocabulary activities to practice new vocabulary 
 listening and reading passages that use the vocabulary 
 learning and practicing grammar through context and situations 
 pronunciation correction and practice 
 

This Core Class is scheduled each day for 1:30 minutes.  After this class you will have 
a 15 minute break and then return for your Skill 1 class for 60 minutes.  You will then 
have a 15 minute break before returning for the Skill 2 class for 60 minutes.   
 
× Academic TOEFL: Combined with Academic English, Academic TOEFL prepares 

students to enter an American University, and to take the TOEFL exam.  
       
× Academic English:   
 
× Business Cafe Class: This course is for students placing in Level 400 and above. 

Students study business slang, idioms, grammar, American business customs and 
reading, writing and listening for business.  Students enrolled in the Business Cafe class 
take the Reading/Writing and the Speaking/Listening class for the level that they test 
into.  Then the students join the Business Cafe Class as their main class for the day. 
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× Monday Intensive Class: (F1 students only.) The focus on the Monday classes are 
reading, vocabulary, conversation, and electives such as idioms, pronunciation, 
American culture,, TOEIC, and Business English.  Students who are in the United 
States on the F-1 Student visa generally plan to stay in the United States for an 
extended period of time or wish to have English studies as the focus of their stay in the 
United States.  The needs of students in the IEP program vary slightly from students in 
the STEP program.  As such the Monday course is designed to focus on the skills that 
students need to succeed as non-immigrant residents of the United States.  

 
× Grammar: Students will learn, review and practice grammar through grammar 

exercises and activities. The focus of the class is on communicative grammar. There 
will be plenty of opportunity to use the grammar in authentic situations so that students 
can communicate accurately and confidently. Homework will be given to reinforce the 
learning. 

 
× Reading/writing: Students will be asked to read a passage, a story, an article, or a 

poem etc. There will be a discussion before and after the reading as well as (depending 
on level and reading passage) exercises, questions, vocabulary and grammar before and 
after you read. There will be a writing assignment about the reading topic to be done in 
class or for homework. 

 
× Speaking/listening: This class will use cassettes and/or videos. Before students start to 

listen there will be a discussion and there may be supplemental reading about the 
listening as well as questions, exercises and vocabulary. During the listening the 
teacher may stop the cassette or video to ask questions and explain vocabulary. After 
the listening students will be expected to discuss what they listened to, answer 
questions, compare answers with each other, work on vocabulary, do more reading 
about the topic etc. 

 
× Academic TOEFL Class: This course is for students placing in Level 400 and above. 

The course will focus on structure, reading, writing, listening and speaking.  Students 
take TOEFL Class during the Skill 1 and Skill 2 times. Students join the Core Class in 
their appropriate level. 

 
 
Students at I.I.E are expected to actively participate in class and to work individually, in 
groups and/ or in pairs.   
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Level Objectives for the General English Course 
 
LEVEL 100—Beginning  
Students have little spoken English capability. Students have some passive knowledge, and 
very limited structures. Students have difficulty communicating basic everyday tasks. 
Students score up to 30 on the IIE Placement Test. Normal length of study at Level 100 is 8 
– 16 weeks. 
 
Curricular Objectives: Through CONVERSATION, READING, LISTENING, 
GRAMMER, COMPOSITION, PRONUNCIATION, and cultural/educational activities 
and excursions, students in Level 100 will: 
Á Increase their base vocabulary, including numbers, family, countries, languages, 

clothing, foods, hobbies, sports, learned phrases such as “How are you?,” simple 
past forms of irregular verbs, etc.; 

Á Improve their listening skills; 
Á Improve their everyday communication ability; 
Á Learn about basic verb tenses (present, present progressive/continuous, simple past) 

and future modals (going to); and 
Á Be able to use their English skills in the Waikiki, Hawaii areas. 
 

Educational Goals: Upon completion of Level 100, students will be able to: 
Á Have a one-minute conversation including basic greetings (introductions, self-

disclosure, interaction); 
Á Comment on the weather; 
Á Describe their families; 
Á Express likes and dislikes 
Á Distinguish present, present progressive/continuous, simple past, and future tenses 

when responding to questions using one of these tense forms; 
Á Express personal abilities and talents; 
Á Identify basic body parts, primarily external; and 
Á Follow directions by looking at a map and listening to an interlocutor. 

 
 
LEVEL 200—Elementary 
Students have some spoken English capability. Students have had some formal language 
training but need to acquire active listening and speaking skills. Students score between 30 
and 40 on the IIE Placement Test. Normal length of study at Level 200 is 8 – 16 weeks. 
Curricular Objectives: Through CONVERSATION, GRAMMAR, LISTENING, 
READING, WRITING, IDIOMS, PRONUNCIATION, and cultural/educational 
activities and excursions, students in Level 200 will: 
Á Increase their base vocabulary, including vocabulary for occupations, finances, 

leisure and recreation, vacations, and locations; 
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Á Improve their listening skills; 
Á Improve their everyday communication ability; 
Á Familiarize their present tense statements with be; Wh- questions with be, do, and 

does; and prepositions: for, at, in, to, on; and adverbs of frequency; and 
Á Be able to use their English skills in the Waikiki, Hawaii areas. 
 

Educational Goals: Upon completion of Level 200, students will be able to: 
Á Introduce themselves and ask others for personal information; 
Á Describe occupations and jobs; 
Á Ask about prices, and buy and sell things; 
Á Describe likes and dislikes; 
Á Ask about and describe people and families; 
Á Describe routines and activities; 
Á Talk about frequency; 
Á Talk about past events; and 
Á Ask about and describe locations of places. 
 

 
LEVEL 300—Pre-Intermediate  
Students have spoken English capability. Students have satisfactory listening 
comprehension and speaking skills, but need intensive speaking practice. Students score 
between 40 and 60 on the IIE Placement Test. Normal length of study at Level 300 is 8 – 
16 weeks. 
 
Curricular Objectives: Through CONVERSATION, GRAMMAR, LISTENING 
IDIOMS, READING/WRITING, PRONUNCIATION, and cultural/educational 
activities and excursions, students in Level 300 will: 
Á Increase their vocabulary, including adverbs of quantity and sequence, relative 

clauses of time, modals for necessity and suggestions, and two-part verbs, etc.; 
Á Improve their listening skills; 
Á  Improve their everyday communication ability; 
Á Familiarize their basic verb tenses (present, simple past vs. present progressive) and 

future modals (be going to and will); and infinitives and gerunds 
Á Be able to utilize their English skills in the Waikiki, Hawaii areas. 
 

Educational Goals: Upon completion of Level 300, students will be able to: 
Á Have a conversation including basic greetings and exchanges of personal 

information; 
Á Comment on transportation and city services; 
Á Describe living situations and locations; 
Á Express wishes 
Á Distinguish simple past vs. present perfect, modals for necessity and suggestion; 
Á Make and refuse requests; 
Á Give instructions; and 
Á Describe holidays, festivals, customs, and special events. 
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LEVEL 400—Intermediate 
Students have satisfactory spoken English capability. Students have satisfactory listening 
comprehension and speaking skills, but need to work on overall fluency and improved 
comprehension of idiomatic English. Students score between 60 and 70 on the IIE 
Placement Test. Normal length of study at Level 400 is 8 – 16 weeks. 
 
Curricular Objectives: Through CONVERSATION, READING, GRAMMAR, 
LISTENING, COMPOSITION, PRONUNCIATION, and cultural/educational activities 
and excursions, students in Level 400 will: 
Á Increase their vocabulary, including relative pronouns, gerund phrases, modal
